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1.  Sponsorship

The scholarship program is a community service activity of the Rotary Club of Issaquah and was initiated in 1980 by a grant from club member Harvey Hand.  An endowment was then created in 2009 to ensure the ongoing success of this program. 
2.  Eligibility

A candidate must meet each of the following conditions: 

a.   Be eligible for graduation in the current academic year from an Issaquah               School District high school.

b.   Plan to attend any accredited university, college, community college, or vocational/technical school in the fall of the current calendar year.

c.   Established achievement in school or community related activities and services.
3.  Scholarship Awards

The Rotary Club of Issaquah typically awards five to nine scholarships ranging between $1,000 and $3,000 dollars.  Scholarships will be applied towards school tuition, costs, and fees for the academic year immediately following graduation from the Issaquah School District.  College acceptance will be confirmed and a check prescribed to the appropriate educational institution will be presented to each award recipient at a luncheon held in late May.
4.  Criteria for Selection (please note: importance is placed in the order of a to d)

a.  Involvement and service in school and community affairs

b.  Character, integrity, and personal qualities

c.  Financial need
d.  Academic achievement – effort, given your abilities, is emphasized over GPA
5.  Application Packet

a.  Completed application questionnaire (not stapled)
b.  High School Transcript (sealed)
c.  Three letters of recommendation (remove from envelope and unfold):

i.    two from current or past teachers (if you were a Rotary Student of the Month, only one teacher recommendation is needed, but please insert a note reminding us that you were honored as a Student of the Month).
ii.   one from a responsible citizen in the community who can give a worthwhile endorsement of character, diligence, and general disposition.
